NEW CARPENTERS PRIMARY 
SCHOOL

The vision for the future Carpenters Primary School is to deliver a 
sustainable and state-of –the –art school for Carpenters children now and 
for the future. Consultation sessions have been completed with the school, 
pupils and parents to help decide what are the key ‘ingredients’ for a better 
school. 

The Approval of cabinet will allow for more detailed work to be completed 
to fi nalise design concepts. 

 COUNCIL CABINET APPROVAL 
The 5th September marked a signifi cant 
milestone in the progression of the 
regeneration of the Carpenters with 
Newham Council approving £36.5m to 
enable detailed design for new homes 
as part of Phases 2 (Lund Quarter), 
Phases 3 (Station Quarter), commercial 
offer and a new building for Carpenters 
Primary School.  

As well as a series of meanwhile 
projects to enliven the estate for the 
benefi t of existing residents and the 
wider community in Stratford and 
beyond. This much anticipated approval 
will pave the way for the next phases of 
work to commence.

We’ve also started new sports session with
