PHASE 1A UPDATE
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As you may be aware, TfL have started construction works at Stratford
station to deliver a new entrance and ticket hall at the Jubilee line concourse
from Gibbins Road. The new entry route to the station from Gibbins Road
will include seating areas as well as bicycle racks.

The new entrance will reduce walking time for those entering from the
Carpenters Estate by up to 20 minutes and providing an alternative route to
the narrow overbridge at Jupp Road.

Additionally, the entrance will include new cycling spaces, improved CCTV
coverage, and space for new retail kiosks. The Mayor of Newham along with
local councillors and residents ‘broke ground’ at the Station’s southwestern
entrance on Monday 15" May. Letters detailing the works from TfL have
been sent to all residents. The works are set to complete in Spring 2024.

We’ve had an eventful start to the year with residents taking part in a range of activities.

LAUNCH OF THE CARPENTERS
ESTATE COMMUNITY MARKET

At the King's Coronation Neighbourhood Party,
the Carpenters Estate Community Market was
launched. The market provided local independent
entrepreneurs and businesses with the chance to
showcase their products. Our esident facilitators
were among the participants, offering a diverse
range of goods from food and treats to tastefully
crafted fashion and handmade crafts.

As the estate undergoes regeneration, the event
provided attendees with the chance to explore
the thriving commercial community of the area.
The launch of the Carpenters Estate Community
Market further builds interest for a regular
market on the estate, creating a focal point for
the continued growth and development of local
businesses.

COOKING SESSIONS

Earlier this year, we held cookery
sessions at the Dovetail - a ‘cooking
on a budget’ club, where residents
shared their favorite cost-effective
recipes valued at £3 per meal.

Over 15 local children learned the
basics of cooking and made a full meal
and dessert each week with the help
of a professional chef. The feedback
from the sessions was positive, and
we plan to repeat them this summer.

In February, we collaborated with
The Higgins Partnership and The Eat
Club charity to run a 6-week cooking
course for young people aged 8-11
alongside the gardening club.

INTERNATIONAL WOMEN’S
DAY PANEL EVENT

For International Women'’s Day, we hosted a
panel event at Stratford Library on 8" March
for small local businesses, charities, and
community organisations to discuss equality
and building community in East London. This
included discussions around what equity
means to locals and young business owners
spoke.

The event sparked a new networking group
called Connect and Thrive, which held its
first event in early June at the Lighthouse
and Gardens based on the Olympic Park, to
continue the conversation and offer peer-to-
peer business support (as pictured on the
right).
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STEERING GROUP UPDATES

As part of the regular Carpenters Estate Steering Group meetings, the estate
maintenance and management has been identified as an area requiring further
attention. A site walkabout highlighted areas in need of attention including
addressing fly tipping, dog fouling and regular external maintenance works

across the estate.

Fly tipping signs have been installed and we continue to encourage everyone
to help us keep our streets clean by downloading the free Love Newham - via
the Love Clean Streets app that allows you to report environmental issues

directly to the Council.

40 seconds you can report problems such as graffiti,

fly-tipping, fly-posting, litter and dog fouling.

We continue to work closely with the Council to address estate management
issues. In addition, our replacement housing liaison officer Zatoon Khan will
also be on hand to ensure housing queries are flagged and will be at The
Dovetail every Tuesday to support with further queries.

ORCHARD PLANTING DAY

In February, we partnered with The Orchard
Project to plant a wide selection of fruit trees
including apple and pear trees, as part of wider
plans to transform the central green area as
part of the initial meanwhile interventions.

Residents of all ages came together and did
lots of digging and planting! This is part of
adding biodiversity to the estate and creating
fruitful greenspaces that can be enjoyed over
the masterplan period.
