We heard that having generous kitchen
spaces that people can sit and eat in as well as having \iving
spaces that are flexible enough to accommodate different
needs is important.

How could spaces work?

Having 900d quality open spaces that have \ots of \ight
across the year is more important than providing resident only
courtyards. The spaces shouldn’t be too small and ‘bitty’,
people \iked the image above because the planters made it
fee\ areen and for residents and it was surrounded by a
range of building heights.

How could neighbourhoods work?

The idea of a mix of uses is qood but residents don’t want
\ots of shops sitting empty. So the key is to build the
right type of spaces in the right quantity. People strongly
supported building better community facilities whilst also
providing additional good quality play provision. The public
route is an important way to monage motch Jo.y crowds so
they don’t come through resident spaces.
